A Displaced Homemaker is a person who:

a) worked in the home providing

household services for family members,

but who has lost the primary source of

economic support and who must gain

employment skills in order to earn a

living; or
b) is a single parent with primary financial
and custodial responsibility for
supporting dependent children and who
must gain employment skills in order to
earn a living.
