TRANSFER LIMITATIONS; AND PROVIDING REAPPROPRIATION AUTHORITY FOR FIS-6

SECTION 2. FTP AUTHORIZATION. In accordance with Section 67-3519,9
Idaho Code, the Department of Parks and Recreation is authorized no more than10
one hundred fifty-six and sixty-four hundredths (156.64) full-time equiva-11
lent positions at any point during the period July 1, 2018, through June 30,12
2019, unless specifically authorized by the Governor. The Joint Finance-Ap-13
propriations Committee will be notified promptly of any increased positions14
so authorized.15

SECTION 3. EXEMPTIONS FROM PROGRAM TRANSFER LIMITATIONS. Notwith-16
standing Section 67-3511(1) and (2), Idaho Code, trustee and benefit17
payments appropriated for grants in the Management Services Program may be18
transferred to capital outlay in the Capital Development Program or to cap-19
ital outlay in the Park Operations Program to reflect grants awarded to the20
Department of Parks and Recreation for the period July 1, 2018, through June21
30, 2019. Legislative appropriations shall not be transferred from one fund22
to another unless expressly approved by the Legislature.23

SECTION 4. REAPPROPRIATION AUTHORITY. There is hereby reappropriated24
to the Department of Parks and Recreation any unexpended and unencumbered25
balances appropriated or reappropriated to the Department of Parks and26
Recreation for the Capital Development Program for fiscal year 2018 to be27
used for nonrecurring expenditures in that program for the period July 1,28
2018, through June 30, 2019.29
