- Invested $300,000 in Idaho New School Leadership in 2017. Will invest
$560,000 in 2018. Outstanding fellows in pipeline.

- Invested $41,000 in NWEA MAP, $100,000 in Education Northwest
evaluation, and $31,0000 in student based budgeting simulator in 2017.
In 2018, up to $75,000 in NWEA MAP, up to $200,000 in Credo study of
charter performance and partnership with Charter School Growth Fund.
