AN ACT
RELATING TO COMMUNITY COLLEGES; AMENDING CHAPTER 21, TITLE 33, IDAHO CODE,
BY THE ADDITION OF A NEW SECTION 33-2146, IDAHO CODE, TO PROVIDE FOR AS-
SUMPTION OF A COMMUNITY COLLEGE'S PROPERTY AND ASSETS WHEN THE COMMU-
NITY COLLEGE CEASES OPERATION; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY .

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Chapter 21, Title 33, Idaho Code, be, and the same is
hereby amended by the addition thereto of a NEW SECTION, to be known and des-
ignated as Section 33-2146, Idaho Code, and to read as follows:

33-2146. ASSUMPTION OF PROPERTY WHEN COMMUNITY COLLEGE CEASES TO OP-
ERATE. If a community college ceases to operate or has its accreditation re-
voked, then control of its real property and other assets shall be assumed
by the state board of examiners, which shall hold such property and assets in
trust for the community college to resume operation or for a successor public
institution to begin operation.

SECTION 2. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby
declared to exist, this act shall be in full force and effect on and after its
passage and approval.
