STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

RS25581

This is a trailer appropriation bill that provides $183,500 to the Idaho State Police for FY 2018 to address
the fiscal impact of S1088, which amends Section 19-5506, Idaho Code, to require DNA collection from
any person required to register as a sex offender pursuant to Sections 18-8304 and 18-8410, Idaho Code,
including individuals who move to Idaho from other states. An estimated 300 registered sex offenders move
to Idaho each year without having to submit a DNA sample. Also, there are currently 1,535 registered sex
offenders for which a DNA sample has not been collected. Each DNA sample costs $100.

FISCAL NOTE

For FY 2018, this bill provides a total of $183,500 from the General Fund for the Idaho State Police. An
ongoing amount of $30,000 is provided to pay for the processing of the estimated 300 samples per year from
individuals moving into Idaho; and a one-time amount of $153,500 is provided to pay for the processing of
the estimated 1,535 samples from individuals who have already moved into Idaho.
