RELATING TO CRIMES AND PUNISHMENTS; AMENDING SECTION 18-5601, IDAHO CODE, TO
REVISE PROVISIONS REGARDING TRAFFICKING IN PROSTITUTION.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Section 18-5601, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

18-5601. INFERSTATE TRAFFICKING IN PROSTITUTION. Any person who im-
ports persens another person into this state, or who exports persens another
person from this state, for the purpose of prostitution, or any person who
induces, entices or procures such activity, shall be guilty of a felony pun-
ishable by imprisonment for a period of not less than two (2) years nor more
than twenty (20) years, or by a fine of not less than one thousand dollars
($1,000), nor more than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), or by both such
fine and imprisonment.
