Dr. Curtis Sandy, Emergency Medicine and EMS Physician, Portneuf Medical
Center, Chairman, Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Physician Commission,
presented Docket No. 16-0202-1801. The proposed change updates the
referenced EMS Standards Manual to version 2019-1.

The updated manual adds wound packing as a hemorrhage control technique for all
levels of practice, in alignment with the national scope of practice model. The use
of ultrasound by critical care paramedics is also part of the manual update. This
skill set helps identify life threatening internal bleeding.

Answering a question, Dr. Sandy said any scope of practice change requires
completion of an outlined educational course, with both the Medical Director and
agency responsible to insure and certify procedure competency.

For the record, no one indicated their desire to testify.
