Chairman Harris called the meeting to order at 9:00 AM.

Ryan Fitzgerald, Northwest Credit Union Association, presented RS 26980,
relating to the notification to lienholders when a vehicle has been towed. Mr.
Fitzgerald explained most lienholders are not notified when their vehicle has been
towed until 15 days before the vehicle is being prepared for selling. The proposed
legislation will provide timely notification to lienholders when a vehicle has been
towed and is not reclaimed by the vehicle owner within seventy-two hours.

Rep. Monks made a motion to introduce RS 26980. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Armstrong introduced Rep. DeMordaunt, who presented RS 27108, relating
to election polling places and public schools. The proposed legislation will ensure
public schools can be utilized as a polling location for elections. Rep. DeMordaunt
explained Federal law requires polling places satisfy ADA regulations and public
schools do this. The proposed legislation would leave the option to local school
districts of how to best accommodate voting.

Rep. Green(18) made a motion to introduce RS 27108. Motion carried by voice
vote.
