AMENDMENT TO SECTION 2

On page 5 of the printed bill, delete lines 5 through 15, and insert:

"(6) Up to twenty percent (20%) of funds that are available for the op-

portunity scholarship program may be used for awards to:

(a) Aadult students who have earned at least twenty-four (24) credits
toward a postsecondary degree or certificate and who return to an eligi-
ble Idaho postsecondary educational institution to complete a certifi-
cate or degree.

(b) Noncertificated employees of a school district or public charter
school who are seeking certification under a program established by
the district or school as described in section 33-517(3), Idaho Code,
provided that funds for awards made pursuant to this paragraph shall not
exceed five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) in a fiscal year. The
remainder of funds available under this subsection shall be used for
awards to students described in paragraph (a) of this subsection.".
