RS 27708: Rep. Shepherd presented RS 27708, proposed legislation that would remove the
restriction of political party affiliation for Fish and Game Membership.

MOTION: Rep. Monks made a motion to introduce RS 27708.

Speaking in opposition to the motion, Rep. Rubel stated that introducing RS
27708 would eventually dissolve diversity and representation for the Minority Party
in Idaho State Commissions.

VOTE ON Motion carried by voice vote. Rep. Rubel, McCrostie, and Smith requested

MOTION: they be recorded as voting NAY.

RS 27689C2: Rep. Monks, House Assistant Majority Leader, presented RS 27689C2, proposed
legislation that would generate additional revenue for the General Fund in times of
revenue shortfalls or in case of major disasters, while also creating a stable source
of funding in transportation for state and local roads.

MOTION: Rep. Moyle made a motion to introduce RS 27689C2. Motion carried by voice
vote.

RS 27732: Rep. Monks presented and referred to RS 27732 as The Idaho Patient Act
(IPACT), proposed legislation that would correct the gaps in the law by restoring
transparency and access to information in the healthcare marketplace.

MOTION: Rep. Blanksma made a motion to introduce RS 27732. Motion carried by voice
vote.

ADJOURN: There being no further business to come before the Committee, the meeting
adjourned at 12:28 p.m.
