He stated the proposed
legislation would provide clarity to customers buying indexed annuities by requiring
a disclosure sheet at the time of sale and delivery of the product.

Rep. Zito presented RS 27752, proposed legislation that would remove the
requirement of a license/permit to purchase certain cold-blooded animals,
amending current Idaho Code.

Rep. Monks made a motion to introduce RS 27752. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Wood presented RS 27755, proposed legislation that would clarify the intent
of the original bill: an individual who kills a single trophy animal valued over $1,000
would be in violation of the law and charged with a felony.

Rep. McCrostie made a motion to introduce RS 27755. Motion carried by voice
vote.

Rep. Moon presented RS 27704, proposed legislation to memorialize and
recognize 160 years of the mining industry in the State of Idaho. She stated that
it would also support federal agencies in their effort to modernize policies to
encourage multiple uses on public lands.

Rep. Moyle made a motion to introduce RS 27704. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Ellis presented RS 27767, proposed legislation to ensure architects,
engineers, and contractors who volunteer during a time of emergency and disaster
are given limited liability for their volunteer services.

Rep. Smith made a motion to introduce RS 27767. Motion carried by voice vote.
