2022; APPROPRIATING MONEYS TO THE DEPARTMENT OF LANDS FOR FISCAL YEAR3
2022; LIMITING THE NUMBER OF AUTHORIZED FULL-TIME EQUIVALENT POSI-4
TIONS; EXEMPTING THE APPROPRIATION FROM OBJECT TRANSFER LIMITATIONS;5
AND APPROPRIATING AND TRANSFERRING MONEYS FROM THE GENERAL FUND TO THE6
FIRE SUPPRESSION DEFICIENCY FUND.7

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated to the Department of Lands the9

SECTION 2. FTP AUTHORIZATION. In accordance with Section 67-3519,17
Idaho Code, the Department of Lands is authorized no more than three hundred18
thirty-eight and eighty-two hundredths (338.82) full-time equivalent po-19
sitions at any point during the period July 1, 2021, through June 30, 2022,20
unless specifically authorized by the Governor. The Joint Finance-Appro-21
priations Committee will be notified promptly of any increased positions so22
authorized.23

SECTION 3. EXEMPTIONS FROM OBJECT TRANSFER LIMITATIONS. The Depart-24
ment of Lands is hereby exempted from the provisions of Section 67-3511(1)25
and (3), Idaho Code, allowing unlimited transfers between object codes for26
all moneys appropriated to the Forest and Range Fire Protection Program for27
the period July 1, 2021, through June 30, 2022. Legislative appropriations28
shall not be transferred from one fund to another fund unless expressly ap-29
proved by the Legislature.30

SECTION 4. CASH TRANSFER. There is hereby appropriated and the Office31
of the State Controller shall transfer $20,000,000 from the General Fund to32
the Fire Suppression Deficiency Fund on July 1, 2021, or as soon thereafter33
as practicable for the period July 1, 2021, through June 30, 2022. Such mon-34
eys shall be used to reimburse costs incurred by the Range and Forest Fire35
Protection Program in the Department of Lands pursuant to Sections 38-13136
and 38-131A, Idaho Code.37
