Rules Concurrent Resolution by the House and Senate Agricultural Affairs
Committees.

Rep. Jason Monks, District 22, presented RS 29579, which replaces H 464.
Rep. Moyle made a motion to introduce RS 29579. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Scott Syme, District 11, presented RS 29645. This proposed legislation
addresses the confidentiality of evidence given to first responders by peer support
personnel.

Rep. Moyle made a motion to introduce RS 29645. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Charlie Shepherd, District 7, presented RS 29599, which legalizes the
operation of off-road vehicles on state highways with a posted speed limit of 65
miles per hour or less.

Rep. Moyle made a motion to introduce RS 29599. Motion carried by voice vote.

Jeremy Pisca, on behalf of the Idaho Realtors, Idaho Housing and Finance
Association, the Northwest Credit Union Association, and the Workforce Housing
Coalition, presented RS 29667. This proposed legislation replaces H 592 to create
a workforce housing fund and stipulate its administration.

Rep. Monks made a motion to introduce RS 29667. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Marc Gibbs, District 32, presented RS 29681, which addresses the increase
in the depredation account funds by increasing the payout maximum to $125,000.

Rep. Moyle made a motion to introduce RS 29681. Motion carried by voice vote.

Rep. Caroline Nilsson-Troy, District 5, presented RS 29673, proposed legislation
to combine all Home Owners Associations code into a new chapter and title.
