The projects are reviewed and approved by the 
board according to §42-1750 to §42-1759, Idaho Code.

Water Management Fund.  Funds used may be used for new water 
projects or the rehabilitation of existing water projects limited to 
reclamation, upstream storage, off-stream storage, aquifer 
recharge, reservoir site acquisition and protection, water supply, 
water quality, recreation, and water resource studies, including 
feasibility studies for qualifying projects [§42-1760, Idaho Code].
