These 
percentages were lower than national averages for the same 
year. 

♦ The percentage of large Idaho employers that provided health 
insurance to employees in 2009 was only slightly less than the 
national average.

Court Commitment.  An action of the courts when an offender is convicted and 
sentenced to supervision or incarceration by the Department of Correction.  The 
offender may enter the department’s jurisdiction in probation, rider, or term status. 
 
Revoked Probation.  An offender who, while serving probation, violates the 
conditions of their probation and the court changes their sentence to 
incarceration.  The offender’s status changes from probation to term, or 
sometimes rider. 
 
Rider.  Retained jurisdiction provides a sentencing alternative for courts to 
target offenders who might, after a period of programming and evaluation, be 
viable candidates for probation rather than incarceration.  This is commonly 
referred to as the rider program.   
 
Term.  The status of an offender who the courts or the Parole Commission has 
committed to prison.  The offender is referred to as an inmate or a termer.

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♦ From fiscal year 2001 to fiscal year 2011, Idaho Fish and Game 
resident license sales increased by 6,986 or 2.0%.  At the same 
time, nonresident license sales fell by 24,008 or by 12.3%.

♦ The number of miscellaneous permits sold increased by 22.4% 
and the number of free permits increased by 25.0% for residents 
and non-residents.  Examples of miscellaneous permits include 
the archery permit, steelhead permit, muzzleloader permit, 2-
pole stamp, and commercial licenses. 

♦ Overall sales of licenses, tags, and permits were up by 103,771 
units or 8.6% over the ten year period from fiscal year 2001 to 
2011.

♦ Private and local reimbursements increased by 201.9% over the 
ten-year period from FY 2001 to FY 2011.  Private reimburse-
ments include money received from certain fines, and money 
received for specific projects spelled out in contracts or agree-
ments.  It includes mitigation funds from Idaho Power and pass-
through moneys from the Office of Species Conservation.  

♦ Set-aside receipts declined by 18.1% during the ten-year period.  
These are moneys that are earmarked by statute for specific 
purposes.  The decline was due to a reduction in tag sales. 

♦ Overall, receipts increased by $25.46 million over the ten-year 
period from FY 2001 to FY 2011.  The 48.7% increase equates 
to an annual increase of 4.0%.  This compares to 26.3% and 
2.4% annualized for the consumer price index for all urban con-
sumers for that same period.

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Fuel taxes are only one variable associated with the cost of vehicle own-
ership and travel.  Other fees vary from state to state including vehicle 
registration, operator licenses, and other miscellaneous fees.  Idaho’s 
registration fees for passenger vehicles range from $24 to $48 depend-
ing on the age of the vehicle.  County administrative charges may also 
apply.  Vehicles registered in Ada County require an additional fee rang-
ing from $24 to $40.  Therefore, total statewide vehicle registration fees 
range from $51.05 to $91.05.  The statewide motorcycle registration fee 
is $9.  During FY 2012, registration fees, operator licenses, fines, and 
other miscellaneous fees are expected to yield approximately $112.5 
million. Additional fees may include special plate fees, new plate fees, 
and fees for Project Choice, which are earmarked for the Idaho State 
Police.   

Idaho Vehicle Registration Fees 

The Idaho Transportation Department received $190.7 million of Title 12 
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funding (dedicated federal 
stimulus monies) as a FY 2009 supplemental appropriation to be used at 
the state and local levels. These funds must be fully expended by Sep-

The Idaho Transportation Department also received $17.5 million in 
spending authority for Title 14 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 
funding (discretionary federal stimulus monies) in FY2009 to be used at 
the local level.  Local project selection, oversight, and coordination is 
carried out by the Local Highway Technical Assistance Council.  The 
balance as of June 30, 2011 was $6.9 million and these funds must be 
expended by December 31, 2011 or returned to the federal government.

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State lottery revenues are derived from the sale of lottery tickets and 
deposited into the State Lottery Fund.  The fund is used to pay 
agency administrative costs including personnel, operating, and  
capital outlay.  Other expenditures authorized from the State Lottery 
Fund, and appropriated on a continuous basis, include expenses for 
prizes, retail commissions, and advertising and promotion costs. 
 
Per §67-7434, Idaho Code, a lottery dividend must be paid  
annually from net income of lottery ticket sales.  After bond levy 
equalization, one-half of the dividend is paid to the state Permanent 
Building Fund and the other half of the dividend is paid to the School 
District Building Account.  In FY 2010, the total dividend was 
$36,500,000.   
 
The State Board of Education spent the majority of the FY 2010 
lottery dividend on maintaining, furnishing, and/or purchasing sites for 
public school buildings across the state.  Charter schools received 
$838,650 for maintenance or construction costs.

The PERSI Base Plan experienced a 12.4% gross return on invest-
ments in FY 2010, which equals $1.6 billion in investment gains.  For 
FY 2011, the return was 20.7%, amounting to $2.0 billion in 
gains.  This return was PERSI's best fiscal year in the last 25 years. 
As of June 2011, PERSI was valued at $12.2 billion for all funds man-
aged. 
  
The funded ratio is a determination of the value of assets over the 
value of the actuarial accrued liability.  This ratio is calculated to deter-
mine the funding status and general health of the defined benefit plan.  
The amount of the unfunded actuarial accrued liability is also calcu-
lated and the length of time (amortization period) it would take to pay 
that amount off using current assumptions and contribution rates.  At 
the end of FY 2010, PERSI’s funded ratio was 78.9% and the amorti-
zation period was 17.5 years (the FY 2011 figures in the chart above 
are estimates). If the amortization period exceeds 25 years, the Board 
is charged, by statute, to consider contribution rate increases in order 
to bring the amortization period down to 25 years or less. 
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♦ The 2000 Legislature established the Idaho Millennium Fund to 
receive, invest, and disburse funds received by the state as a result 
of the Master Settlement Agreement reached with tobacco compa-
nies. 

♦ There is no statutory restriction on how the money in the fund can 
be used.  Idaho Code §67-1802 provides that “the uses of this fund 
shall be determined by legislative appropriation.” 

♦ The 2006 Legislature asked the voters to approve a constitutional 
amendment to divert a portion of the future proceeds of the settle-
ment into a permanent endowment.  The corpus of the constitution-
ally created endowment is protected and cannot be appropriated by 
the Legislature. 

♦ In November 2006, voters approved a constitutional amendment to 
establish the Idaho Millennium Permanent Endowment Fund. 

♦ Beginning in 2007, eighty percent of the annual tobacco settlement 
payment is deposited into the Endowment Fund and the remaining 
20% is deposited into the original Idaho Millennium Fund.  Five 
percent of each fund’s value is distributed annually to the Idaho 
Millennium Income Fund. The Legislature then appropriates grants 
to state agencies and non-state entities from the Income Fund. 

♦ There is a statutory cap of $100 million on the Idaho Millennium 
Fund.  Once the cap is reached, excess distributions are trans-
ferred to the Idaho Millennium Permanent Endowment Fund.
