AN ACT
RELATING TO ATTACKS; AMENDING SECTION 67-422, IDAHO CODE, TO REVISE PROVI-
SIONS REGARDING THE CONVENING OF THE LEGISLATURE IN THE EVENT OF AN AT-
TACK; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Section 67-422, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

67-422. CONVENING OF LEGISLATURE IN EVENT OF ATTACK. In the event of
an attack, the governor shall call the legislature into session as soon as
practicable, and in any case within ainety fifteen (8615) days following the
inception of the attack. If the governor fails to issue such call, the leg-
islature shall, on the rinetieth fifteenth day from the date of inception of
the attack, automatically convene at the place where the governor then has
his office. Each legislator, and each emergency interim successor, unless
he is certain that the legislator to whose powers and duties he is designated
to succeed or any emergency interim successor higher in order of succession
will ret be available, shall proceed to the place of session as expeditiously
as practicable. At such session or at any session in operation at the incep-
tion of the attack, and at subsequent sessions, limitations on the length of
session and on the subjects which may be acted upon shall be suspended.

SECTION 2. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby
declared to exist, this act shall be in full force and effect on and after its
passage and approval.
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
