RELATING TO CITIES; AMENDING SECTION 50-304, IDAHO CODE, TO REVISE PRO-
VISIONS REGARDING CITY QUARANTINE LAWS AND TO MAKE A TECHNICAL COR-
RECTION; AMENDING SECTION 50-606, IDAHO CODE, TO REVISE PROVISIONS
REGARDING THE POLICE POWERS OF A MAYOR; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY .

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Section 50-304, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

50-304. PRESERVATION OF PUBLIC HEALTH. Cities may establish a board of
health and prescribe its powers and duties; pass all ordinances and make all
regulations necessary to preserve the public health; prevent the introduc-
tion of contagious diseases into the city; and make quarantine laws for that
purpose and enforce the same within £i= 5rmitesof the city.

SECTION 2. That Section 50-606, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

50-606. POLICE POWERS OF MAYOR. The mayor shall have such jurisdiction
as may be vested in him by ordinance over all places within five A5y mitesof
the corporate limits of the city, for the enforcement of any health or quar-
antine ordinance and regulation thereof, and shall have jurisdiction in all
matters vested in him by ordinance, except taxation, within ene—{I)mit £
the corporate limits of said city and over such properties as may be owned by
the city without the corporate limits.

SECTION 3. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby
declared to exist, this act shall be in full force and effect on and after its
passage and approval.
